Days 8-10 The boom of the 
noonday cannon over the parade 
ground of Halifax’s Citadel signals 
the entrance of 20 full-dress, kilted 
pipers, in precision drill, with 
bagpipes screaming, leaving you 
spellbound! 

Immediately following, regain 
your composure at an English-style 
luncheon in the Citadel Inn.

Then, stroll with friends along 
Halifax’s wharf past cafes built on 
piers over the water, artists selling 
their work, and live sidewalk 
performers. Buy lobsters at factory 
price. Optionally, board an 18th 
century, multi-masted sailing ship 
for a one-hour harbor cruise.

Delight in seeing for yourself 
why fishing boats moored along 
weather-worn wharves have made 
Peggy’s Cove famous among artists 
and photographers. Walk to the 
lighthouse over a massive granite 
ledge worn round by the surf.

Day 11 It’s lakeside parking at 
Sherbrooke and time to study a 
commercial, water-wheel-operated 
sawmill.

Days 12-13 Circumnavigating 
the magnificent Arm of Cape 
Breton, on a road high atop cliffs 
overlooking the sea, we leave the 
driving to our Newfie bus driver. 
Lunch en route.

Day 14 Snug aboard a highest-
commercial-class-ice-breaker ferry, 
we cruise across the Bay of St. 
Lawrence to Newfoundland, our 
RVs below deck while we lounge 
above, scouting for whales, icebergs, 
and dolphins.

Days 15-16 A record of frequent 
sperm whale sightings and one 
of the largest concentrations 
of seabirds in the world builds 

anticipation of our Witless Bay boat 
excursion. Be on the lookout for rare 
nesting places of the Arctic puffin 
and other seabirds.

Stand atop Signal Hill, where, 
in 1901, Marconi received the first 
transatlantic wireless message. At 
the most easterly point in North 
America, thrill to the sight of the 
Cape Spear Lighthouse, a defense 
point against Nazi submarines in 
WWII.

Day 17 Hear first-hand the 
compelling story of how Gander, 
Newfoundland families opened their 
homes to planeloads of people not 
allowed to land in the US during 
9/11.

Days 18-19 Locals welcome us to 
Springdale on the shore of scenic 
Green Bay for fascinating pottery 
making, mussel harvesting, and a 
trip to Rattling Brook and its 800 
foot waterfall. Later, at a mussel 
boil, it’s Newfie music, and the very 
freshest mussels ever—delicious!

Days 20-24 We revel in our drive 
up the west coast of Newfoundland 
on cliffs overlooking grassland, 
gently sloping down to the water, 
and past tiny fishing villages 
totally dependent on the sea. 
At the northernmost point of 
Newfoundland, we find exciting 
proof the Vikings landed here ten 
centuries ago by stepping into one 
of their reconstructed longhouses. 
Icebergs and whales are often 
sighted from shore here. Then, at an 
authentic Viking feast, experience 
the thrill of being screeched in as 
an honorary Newfie.

Extending our adventure ever 
northward, we ferry to the ultimate 
maritime destination, mysterious 
Labrador. Here, an exciting bus ride 
takes us to Red Bay’s Point Amur 
lighthouse and ancient burial site. 
Back in Newfoundland tomorrow 
night, it’s a moose-watch with our 

colorful Newfie guide/driver.

Days 25-27 It is awesome to motor 
along the Gulf of St. Lawrence, 
through the Long Range Mountains 
and terrain resembling the fjords of 
Europe, traversing Newfoundland 
north to south. At Rocky Harbor, 
choose an optional boat cruise to an 
inland fjord carved from a mountain 
by massive glaciers with plant 
species found nowhere else.

Days 28-29 Aboard another 
equally modern ferry we return 
to Nova Scotia and 18th century 
Fortress Louisbourg to buy bread 
baked in a wood-fired oven and 
enjoy a special luncheon.

Days 30-33 We ferry across 
the calm, clear waters of 
Northumberland Strait to Prince 
Edward Island and its capital, 
Charlottetown, where it’s Old Main 
Street, the wharf with its many 
restaurants and interesting vendors, 
the fresh salt air of a miles-long 
seawall walkway, and a Catholic-
Auxiliary-presented dinner of 
lobster and their amazing ham-
baked-in-bread—mmmm!

Then, of course, there’s “Anne,” 
the delightful, world-renowned play 
on-stage at the Confederation of the 
Arts Theater.

And at last, those bitter-
sweet goodbyes to our traveling 
companions. Said Anne, “Farewell, 
my beloved!” K
